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The Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission
(JNNURM) is the first intervention by the Central Government to
strengthen urban infrastructure and services to cater to the
rapidly growing urban population. Implementation of the mission
has also been a learning experience bringing with it insightful
lessonsfor the Government of India which has brought forth need

for stronger intervention in certain areas .

One such area that needs to be addressed is the lack of

capacities in Urban Local Bodies, particularly in small and
medium towns. To this effect, all States have been advised to constitute a dedicated municipal
cadre with professional and technically equipped persons who would be able to man the
requirements of municipalities. We have also initiated steps for capacity building in Urban Local

Bodies which would be further strengthened in the coming years.

Another major learning has been that urban planning needs to be strongly emphasised.
Urban development needs to be better planned taking into view aspects such as urban transport
requirements and development of peri-urban areas. Planning needs to encourage as well as
respond to the dynamics of economic growth and development. Keeping this in view, the
Ministry has taken steps for revision of city development plans toolkits and also encouraging
PPPmodels of development and transit oriented development for better planned cities.

The Ministry of Urban Development had brought out a compendium of projects and
reforms taken up under JNNURM in early 2012. This Volume Il of the compendium further
elaborates on projects, reforms and capacity building activities under JNnNURM with special

emphasis on small and medium towns.

developed in July 2012 under the Jawaharlal Nehru Urban
Renewal Mission, Ministry of Urban Development was received
well by all stakeholders. As JANURM progresses, it is an
opportune time to come up with Volume-II of the compendium.

During Course of the last year, we have tried to strengthen and
expand the capacity hkuilding activities through the Re gional
Capacity Building Hubs, Peer Experience and Reflective Learning

Programs and participatory workshops to disseminate
information in specified sectors of Urban Management. We have also supported states to plan

and implement capacity building programmes as per requirement of individual cities.

The Ministry is addressing the capacity gaps in the ULBs through a combination of
comprehensive capacity building programmes at all levels of government and strengthening the
governance framework of ULBs. Greater focus has been given to reforms and build capacity of
ULBsO enhanced service delivery.

Furthermore, | have been stressing in many forums, development in India has to be
viewed as a continuum between rural and urban areas. Both supplement and complement each
other and cannot be viewed in isolation. In any developed economy, rate of urbanization is high.
As our economy is developing, there is scope for more people to live in cities, having less people
directly dependent on tilling land. This would lead to greater urbanization. Economic growth
and urbanization of India poses challenges to planned urban development, which needs to be
equitable as well as sustainable.

In this scenario some ULBs have led from the front in strengthening their financial ,
planning resources and activities in a sustainable manner. The Ministry has also taken new
initi atives in rejuvenation of urban local bodies, transit oriented development, revision of
manuals/toolkits and in encouraging sustainable development through Service Level
Benchmarking. This compendium also brings out the need for strengthening the small and
medium towns. We are hopeful that we will be able to achieve significant successesin
upgradation of infrastructure and services through effective coordinated efforts between The

e Capacity building is an important pre -requisite for preparation of good CDPs, and
success of its implementation.

e Integration of setoral plans encourages a common direction for the city growth, but also
generates resistances. This resistance has to be overcome through various approaches.

¢ Cities need to explore alternative sources of financing beyond the traditional grants
route.

e Land use planning and development control regulations are important tools for ensuring
long-term sustainability of urbanization. These need to be understood and linked into
the CDP development process and viceversa to achieve maximum impact, as well as to
ensure that the CDP is able to oO6finance i

e International good practice in sustainable urban planning demonstrates that it should
be undertaken at a strategic level wih a long-term vision (15-20 years), supported by
implementation plans (sectoral plans, CDPs, and Master Plans) that have a medium
horizon (5-10 years), followed by detailed plans (zonal plans, regeneration plans, etc.)
with short -term horizon (3 -5 years). At all stages, the community has to be at the centre
of all decision making.

e Stakeholder engagement is critical and cities need to equip themselves to undertake
sustained stakeholder engagement exercise, both during plan preparation as well as plan

Reform ; ‘ 3. Property tax

Type | ULB Level

Objective

Property tax is the single most important tax revenue source available to an ULB. Hence, to
strengthen revenues of ULBsand make them financially autonomous and self-dependent, reform
of property tax system is crucial. The objective of this reform is to tap the full potential of
property tax as a source of own revenue of the ULB. The target of this reform is to achieve 85%
coverage and 90% collection efficiency in property tax collections.

Reform components

The key milestones to achieve the reform are as follows:

1. Enhancing coverage of property tax regime: Increasing number of properties in the
assessment register, number of new assessments during the year, and number of properties
assessed as % to the number of properties in the city.Reduce exemptions, including for slum
settlements connected with municipal services. Minimum coverage attained during Mission
period should be 85%.

2. Setting up a non-discretionary method for determination of property tax : The unit area
method of assessment is a formula based objective and transparent method. It is also suited
to self-assesment by tax payers.

3. Use d GIS-based technology: Proper mapping of properties should be done using a GIS
system so that the ULB is able to have a full record of properties in the city and bring them
under the tax net

4. Collection efficiency: Current and arrears collection should be accounted separately. Current
collection as a percentage of current demand should be at least 90%.

Achievement Trend

Some ULBs have undertaken further innovation. For
example, Patna municipal corporation is running
citizen civic centres (3Cs) in PPP mode.

Reform Water Harvesting (RWH) Mandatory

Optional Reform

Objective

The objective of revising building bye laws to make rain water harvesting mandatory is to
cope with the problem of depleting ground water levels in the country and to promote
conservation of water.

Implementation

Prior to JNNURM, only 17 ULBs had implemented this reform. After the completion of 7
years of mission period, 63 ULBs have revised their building byelaws to mandate
rainwater harvesting.

As a part of this reform implementation, Jaipur Municipal Corporation has spent around
Rs. 52 lakhs on the construction of 210 rooftop rain water harvesting structures and 32
storm water structures. Jal Doots are consultants/private players who assist in the
construction and maintenance of rainwater harvesting structures. With these systems in
place, the Government of Rajasthan has mentioned that there is a substantial increase in
maintenance of rain water harvesting structures and thus assisting in water
conservation.

RWH structures have been made mandatory for issue of building permission by Chennai
Municipal Corporation for all new buildings irrespective of their size. Further, it is also to
be declared by the owner that the RWH structures would be properly maintained by the
owner / owners / occupiers and should not be dispensed with in future.

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Reform T 6. Stamp Duty Rationalization to 5 %

State Level Reform

Objective

The objective of this reform is to reduce distortions in the land market by rationalizing
the stamp duty regime across the country through the simplification of registration
process and to establish an efficient real estate market with minimum barriers on
transfer of property to ensure greater transparency.

Implementation

Rationalization of stamp duty is one of the important state -level reforms envisaged
under JnNURM. JNnNURM requires the rates of the stamp duty to be brought down to
5% or less within the mission period with the objective to develop a healthy real estate
market, provide fillip to the growth of the economy and increase revenues for the state as
well as the ULBs.

The implementation of stamp duty regime, including surcharge or any other levy on
transfer of property; use of information technology in maintenance of records,
maintenance of guidance values and periodicity for revising guidance values will help
achieve more transparency in real estate transactions and registry of more accurate
records.

The BPMC Act defined ratable value as annual rent of land and
building at which they may reasonably be expected to let from year to year As far as the
BPMC Act is concerned, there was no guidance/provision as how to arrive at reasonable
rent. So in other words we could say that there were discretionary powers vested in the

officer to determine the ratable value. It resulted therefore, in large difference in

property tax between old and new properties. Self-occupied properties were assessed
very low and differently than the rented properties.

2010 under the Rajasthan Municipalities Act,2009;

2009, the Government of Rajasthan has formulated rules for constitution of a Metropolitan
Planning Committee (MPC) in November 2011.

Tripura has achieved this reform. As per Tripura Municipal Act 1994, the ULBs are
responsible for city planning functions including urban planning. Agartala Municipal
Council (AMC) has prepared a CDP under hNURM for perspective planning and
initiated steps for preparation of Master Plan for Agar tala. All the development works
in Agartala are taken up as per the CDP.

e AMC is managing its land by issuing various approvals for buildings,
underground utilities, infrastructure projects, urban transport services, water
supply projects, solid waste management. Land use & spatial planning is as per
Tripura Municipal Act 2004

e Development of new areas: The Agartala Municipal Council area has increased
from 16 to 58 sq.km. in 2004. Number of wards increased from 17 to 35. In the
new areas, infrastructure development of electricity, water supply etc. is in
progress

e Traffic and transport services: State government has established Tripura Urban
Transport Company Ltd. The city bus services have been transferred to ULBs
with AMC share of 30%.

e Regulation of land use & construction of buildings: Function is transferred to
ULBs for buildings upto 14m and for buildings above 14m, the permission is
given by the state government based on the recommendation of the ULBSs.

e Services such as urban povertyalleviation, safeguarding interests of weaker
sections is being done through Poverty Alleviation Cell of AMC.

e Provision of urban amenities such as parks, playgrounds, is being done by
Public Works Division of AMC

e Registration of births and deaths, burial grounds is being done by Health section
of AMC

Achievement

City planning is currently done by Directorate of Urban Affairs. However, the chairman
of Municipal Board is represented in the advisory council of TCPD. Municipal Board is
also represented in board of MUDA, which is enforcing development control and is
responsible for implementation of Master Plan. Hence, the Municipal Board has
sufficient representation in Urban Planning functions and hence this reform is achieved
in principle.

e Shillong Municipal Board (SMB) performs most of the functions such as solid
waste management, street lights, distribution of water supply.

e Regulation of land uses is done by the development authorities in the state. The
plans are prepared by the department and later sent to the development authority
for approval.

e Master Plan upto 2031 is under preparation

e Urban Affairs department looks after development of new areas. But Municipal
Commissioner is represented in the Board for any approvals

Hence, Municipal Act provides for the functions being performed under the Municipal
Board, but also allows it the authority to assign the responsibility to Agency other than
Municipal Board, thus in principle this reform is achieved.
